Fabric:
Stripe: use one of those great oriental fabrics
Background 1: use a very pale contrasting solid or near solid fabric
Background 2: use a black or very dark solid or near solid fabric
Directions:
1. Cutting

a. From the Oriental fabric,ccut t hree (3) 70 x 50 rectangl es
b. From the background 1 fabric,cc ut one (1) 80 square of fabric
c. From the background 2 fabric,ccut one (1) 120 square of fabric

2. Cut three (3) pieces of afusible web (e.g. Wonder Under)t hat are sl ightly small er t h;
Trace the comma pattern (Figure A) on the paper side of each piece of fusible. IMPORTANT NOTE: For scaling
purposes, the box around Figure A shoul ctingielad leaveesonfed x
justin case. Also NOTE: the pattern is already reversed and ready to be used on back of pattern.

3. Press the fusible to the back of each rectangle and carefully cut along the traced lines.
4. Fold both of the background fabrics in quarters to mark the centers.

5. Cut two pieces of freezer paper at | east 90 squares.
piece on top and carefully press on top of first. On the paper side mark a line through the center. Use you ruler
and draw a line 60 degree to the each side of the center line. (See placement guide lines on Figure B).

6. Draw a 7 106 circle centered on guide |ines. Very <car e
center and outside pieces of the freezer paper. On the circle piece of paper overwrite markings with heavy
marker.

7. Center and press the square paper ring to the dark background (#2). Cut out the inner circle of the fabric leaving
a | 0 seam al ltmewiecuar aitout. rCaréfulyesnip the seam allowance around the circular edge.
(See Figure C)

8. Using glue or starch press the seam allowance to the back and press with iron. Once circle is complete and dry,
remove freezer paper.



9. Center and press the circle paper to the light background (#1).

10. Use the guide shown in Figure B to place the comma pieces
around the light fabric. The heavy markings on back of paper
should help. Each comma, including the point, should extend
past the circle slightly.

Commas should be about one quarter inch apart at closest point in
center. Check that commas are equally separated, both in the
center and at edge of circle. Before pressing, place the dark
background on top to make sure all looks ok. Comma point and a
bit of outer edge should be tucked under circle. You can press the
commas down without removing background if you want to make
sure nothing shifts.

11. With the background centered over comma pattern, carefully
tack the pieces together using glue or basting stitch. Once the
block is stable, appliqué stitch around the circle and commas
using whatever technique works best for you. | used a narrow
blanket stitch with matching thread to make it as invisible as
