Look at your pile of UFO's (I know you have some!) and
see if you couldn't furn one of them into a little something for the
auction. Remember, 100% of the money raised at the silent auction
goes to education, which means teachers, classes, and lectures for
the next two years.

Speaking of the next two years, the money we raise at this year's
show forms the backbone of our operating budget for the next two
years, and a large part of that comes from the sale of raffle tickets.
Ticket sales are running well below normal this year, due in large part
to the economy, which means we just have to work harder. There is
no requirement for members to sell a set number of tickets, but
please keep in mind that we all benefit when the budget is healthy,
and our dues can remain among the lowest of the local guilds. So, do
your best to sell at least a few and preferably LOTS of tickets to
friends, neighbors, co-workers. After all, just think how great it
would be if YOUR friend won the quilt! Finally, please volunteer to
help out at the raffle table and with white gloving at the February
quilt show in Hampton Roads.

Below is
an Excel 2003 form with sample entries. If you are in the majority and have NO comfort with
Excel you can provide the same info on paper, or try copying this sample o your home computer
and start making entries. You'll be surprised at how computer literate you are. After you've
filled it out, save it. If you have Excel 2003: click FORMAT, COLUMN, AUTOFIT; if you have
Excel 2007: click <home>, CELLS, AUTOFIT. Hint: Use tabs and arrows to move to the next
field, cell; <Enter> is used within a cell. Hint 2: the price field will only accept whole numbers; do
not add "$_.00" just leave the whole humbers.

BLOCK OF THE MONTH -- CHINESE LANTERN BLOCK

February 14 is Chinese New Year in 2010. So let’s stitch up a string of festive Chinese lanterns.
Use a bright fabric for the lantern, black for the top and bottom bands, and a background of light blue or cloud
color.

Cut:

Background:
Four 3” X 3” squares
Four 17 X 3” strips
Two 17 X 9 V2" strips
Two 1” X 11”7 strips
Lantern bands:
Two 1” X 2 %5” strips
Lantern body:
Two 3" X 91/2” rectangles
One 3 2" X 9 1/2” rectangle

Pin a background square to each end of the two 3” X 9 /%" rectangles, RST. Draw diagonal lines on the
squares from the bottom corner to the top (inside) corner and stitch. Flip the bottom inside corner of each
square to the top outside corner and press on the stitching line. Trim excess fabric underneath. Turn one
piece around, and stitch these two rectangles to each side of the 3 /2" X 9” rectangle.

Stitch the 17 X 9 74" strips to each side of the lantern, then stitch the 1” X 11” rectangles across the top and the
bottom of the block.

Square to 11” unfinished.

QUILTERS Registration Instructions

It is very important to register your quilts as early as you can. This facilitates the show layout
and determines how many quilts will be able to be displayed. This year, an entry can be
registered before it is completely finished, but it must be sufficiently far along to be “recognized”
as a quilt in an associated photo. Only finished quilts will be hung in the show.

o Registration ends on April 1; no registrations accepted after April 1

weekly meeting

o Photographs must be submitted for each quilt registered.
o Digital photos can be emailed to FCQ2010@faithfulcirclequilters.com
o Digital photos can be taken at a weekly meeting.
o A print photo can be submitted
A quilt is not considered “registered” until both the form and the photograph are received.
Quilt Submissions
o Each member may submit up to six (6) quilts. If you have more than one entry,
number them in priority order on the registration form. The Hanging Committee will
use this information in the event the number of entries should exceed available space.
o Group quilts will also be accepted as long as one participant is an FCQ member.
o Sleeves: Large and medium quilts must have 4-inch sleeves
o When you drop off your quilt on Setup Day, April 28, 2010, your quilt is assigned an ID
number. The lower section of the registration form then becomes your receipt. After
the show closes you (or the person you designate) must present the receipt to collect
your quilt.
o Please include an “artist’s statement” on your quilt, limited to 50 words or less. This is
displayed with your quilt.
