We all know that we need to take 

breaks as we work, but how often do we say to ourselves, “I’ll 

take a break as soon as I finish this row…the next row…just one 

more row, then I’ll stop…” until we finally have to stop because 

we are stiff, sore, thirsty, and exhausted. As we all push to get 

our quilts ready for the show, I urge you all to take breaks, do 

stretches, and get a drink of water, knowing that in the long 

run you can get more done than if you push yourself too hard.  

The same is true for your machine. Take a minute to clean out 

the lint, change the needle, oil the machine if appropriate -- and 

don’t forget the annual service! Mine is almost a year overdue, 

so my machine is going in soon…after I finish this last quilt for 

the show!

On 

Tuesday March 2, I will turn over 219 bead bags for the Beads of Courage project for the Johns 

Hopkins pediatric oncology unit. They plan the launch in Baltimore sometime toward the end of 

March.

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BLOCK OF THE MONTH -- SNOWBALLS BLOCK  

 
This block is really easy since we know how hard everyone is working on getting ready for 
the show! 
 
Fabric:   
Block 1: use a one of those great orientals 
Block 2: use a contrasting oriental 
Corners 1: use the Block 2 contrasting oriental 
Corners 2: use a contrasting dark  
 
Directions: 

1. From each of the block fabrics,  
cut 2 pieces:    5 ¾” square 

      From each of the corner fabrics,  
cut 8 pieces:    2” square  

 

2. On the back of each of the 2” blocks, draw a 
diagonal line down center.  Sew four of the 2” 
squares on each of the corners of the large 
squares.  Trim the corners.  (see figure A)   
Press the seams of the block 1 fabric to the 
outside of the block and the seams of the block 
2 fabric to the inside of the block. 

3. Assemble the four snowballs together.  Square 
the block and trim to 11” square for a 10 ½” 
inch finished size.  

 
 

ROUND ROBIN 

 

Because of this great winter weather, our schedule has been shifted a bit.  So please take 
special note of the changes! 

Round Four Finished size:  31 ¼” square 
(31 ¾” w/ quarter inch seam allowance). 

Theme:  Three inch border in which you 
portray your interpretation of circles and/or 
curves and blending / expanding the inner 
square.

This facilitates the show layout 
and determines how many quilts will be able to be displayed.  This year, an entry can be 

registered before it is completely finished, but it must be sufficiently far along to be “recognized” 
as a quilt in an associated photo.  Only finished quilts will be hung in the show.

o Registration ends on April 1; no registrations accepted after April 1 

• Registration forms can be downloaded from the FCQ website or picked up at weekly 
meetings.

• The registration form can be submitted one of two ways: 

1. Complete, save to your PC, then email as an attachment to FCQ2010@hotmail.com 

2. Complete, print, then submit in person to either Jane Scott or Carol Petranek at a 
weekly meeting 

• Photographs must be submitted for each quilt registered. 

o Digital photos can be emailed to FCQ2010@hotmail.com 

o Digital photos can be taken at a weekly meeting. 

o A print photo can be submitted 

A quilt is not considered “registered” until both the form and the photograph are received. 

Quilt Submissions  

• Each member may submit up to six (6) quilts. If you have more than one entry, 
number them in priority order on the registration form. The Hanging Committee will 

use this information in the event the number of entries should exceed available space. 

• Group quilts will also be accepted as long as one participant is an FCQ member.   

• Sleeves:  Large and medium quilts must have 4-inch sleeves  

• When you drop off your quilt on Setup Day, April 28, 2010, your quilt is assigned an ID 
number. The lower section of the registration form then becomes your receipt. After 

the show closes you (or the person you designate) must present the receipt to collect 
your quilt.  

• Please include an “artist’s statement” on your quilt, limited to 50 words or less. This is 

displayed with your quilt.
