block and the New Farewell block are on the FCQ web site.  And we will have paper copies at

Jeanette Cocker (Monday Treasurer): Magic 9-Patch block in batiks and white

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BLOCK OF THE MONTH -- CHANGED CUT BLOCK  

 
This block is fairly easy but it takes some care as the outer edge is on the bias.  Be careful of 

how you press – and try not to stretch the blocks! 
 

Fabric:   

Center: use a one of those great Orientals (or use two that complement each other) 

Corners: use a contrasting striped fabric 

 

Directions: 

From the center fabrics,  

cut 4 pieces:    3” square 

      From the striped fabrics,  

cut 8 pieces:    2 ¾” x 6 ¾” rectangles 
 

Note:  Make sure the stripes run in the long direction of 

every rectangle. (See figure A)  

 

 

 

 

 Pair the rectangles, placing right sides together.  Cut each pair in half diagonally so that the 

diagonal line slopes in the same direction for each pair.  Note:  half of the rectangles are facing 

up and half down when cut.  Place the triangles from the facing up rectangles in one stack and 

those from the down facing rectangles in another.  Each stack will make two of the quarter 

blocks. 

Assemble the quarter blocks by aligning one of the triangles to a 3” square.  Sew only from the 

center of the square to the corner.  (See Figure B)  Finger press the seam away from the center 

square.  Add the next triangle, sewing the full seam and pressing away from the center block.  

Continue in this way until the final triangle has been added, then complete the part-sewn seam. 
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After the quarter block complete, trim the points of the triangles.  If necessary, trim block to 

5 ¾”.  (See figure C) 

 

After assembling each or the quarter blocks, 

assemble the final block.  Take care of the 

orientation of the stripes.  The two stacks of 

triangles will each generate two quarter blocks but 

the orientation of the stripes will be different.  

Assemble as shown in figure D. 

 

Square the block and trim to 11” square for a 10 ½” 

inch finished size. 
 

REMEMBER: The edges of this block are all on the 

bias.  Treat it gently! 
 

 

 

 

 

 

ROUND ROBIN 
 

***   You should be 

working on the last 

round!   ***  

 

Finished size:  depends on you! 

 

Theme:  Add a final border – any size, any 

style -- which will tie the piece together and 

blends / expands the inner square.  Border 

can be plain, pieced, or embellished (with 

appliqué, embroidery, beads, etc.).  It can be 

wide, narrow, on-point, or any combination.
