The L-7 Blocks

Time to make your L-7 blocks!  Take each three-patch and add a 6.5” strip to each side.  The color on the bottom of the three-patch should be the color strip that you add to the Left side, and the color on the top should be the color that you add to the right side.  The colors then make a little “L” and a little “7”.  If you join them wrong, they won’t work!
Use your fabric key if you lose track of which color is which.

Put each block back into the folder from which you got the three-patch unit.
When you finish, you should have used all your 17 three-patch units to make 17 L-7 blocks.
Check them off as you go
